Blessed are the undefiled in the way, who walk in the law of the LORD. Blessed 

are they that keep his testimonies, and that seek him with the whole heart. They 

also do no iniquity: they walk in his ways. Thou hast commanded us to keep thy 

precepts diligently. O that my ways were directed to keep thy statutes! Then 

shall I not be ashamed, when I have respect unto all thy commandments. I will 

praise thee with uprightness of heart, when I shall have learned thy righteous 

judgments. I will keep thy statutes: O forsake me not utterly.… 1 Thess. 5:23. 

And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole 

spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord 

Jesus Christ. Heb. 13:20–21. Now the God of peace, that brought again from the 

dead our Lord Jesus, that great shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the 

everlasting covenant, make you perfect in every good work to do his will, 

working in you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ; to 

whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.
